Misc Mac OS Tips & Tricks

Move files without creating duplicates

1. Select file(s) to be moved

2. Press Command-C to copy (same as with an ordinary copy)

3. Go to destination folder

4. Press Command-Option-V to move highlighted files to new destination. This is essentially a cut-and-paste operation without the risk of losing the files. 

Make the Dock go away and come back

Press Cmd-Option-D

Open and close folders (in List view)

With folder highlighted: 

· Right arrow to open OR click on the triangle to the left

· Option-right arrow to open the folder and all the subfolders under it OR Option-click on the triangle to the left
· Left arrow to close OR click on the triangle to the left
· Option-left arrow to close the folder and all the subfolders under it OR Click on the triangle to the left (seems to close all the subfolders too)
To open or close every folder: Cmd-A (to select all folders on that drive), then Option-right arrow or Option-left arrow.

Clear DNS cache manually (in Mac OS 10.14 Mojave)

At Terminal prompt, enter   sudo killall -HUP mDNSResponder  and enter admin password when prompted. To get a response when the command is completed, append  ; say <your text, e.g., cache cleared> to end of the command. Be sure to add the semicolon to the end of the sudo command. Thus: 
sudo killall -HUP mDNSResponder; say cache cleared 
Note: the Terminal command differs somewhat from version to version of Mac OS. See https://macpaw.com/how-to/clear-dns-cache-on-mac or https://www.techcommuters.com/how-to-clear-dns-cache-on-mac/ for a list.
Alternatively, run CleanMyMac X, click on System Junk in the left-hand pane, click on Scan at the bottom of the main pane, review the details, select what you want to clean, and click Clean.  Or click on Maintenance, select the areas you want to clean up (DNS cache is one of many choices), and click Run. 

Transferring files from iNavX on iPad to OpenCPN on MacBook

This applies to my older iPad with iOS 9.3.6, now obsolete, and Mac OS 10.14 (Mojave). NOTE: Is not a device-to-device transfer; requires wi-fi/Internet connection.

Internet available: 
1. In iNavX, select the route to export. When the page showing the waypoints appears, touch the box with the upward-pointing arrow in the upper right corner (the Share icon). 

2. Share to Export GPX to iCloud Drive

DropBox on iPad doesn’t work – a version too new for the iPad to handle got downloaded on top of the older version that used to work, and I haven’t (yet) found an archive of older versions.

3. Connect iPad to Macbook with USB cable

4. On the iPad, open iCloud Drive

5. On Macbook, look in the Finder for iCloud Drive in the left pane

6. Go to OpenCPN and import directly from there via the Import GPX button in the lower left corner of the OpenCPN Route Manager.  If the route shows up as a track, click the Route From Track button.

Device-to-device transfer (Internet not available):
1. In iNavX, select the route to export.

7. Touch the Share icon in upper R, then select Open In.../AirDrop. 

8. Select Copy to iSailor. 

Note: Pocket Earth also works. Ovitalmap reportedly also works; I haven’t figured out how yet. Google Earth probably requires Internet, as does DropBox. 

9. iSailor will import the route as a .kml file. Touch Import when the Open File window appears.

10. When the Import window appears, touch the route name under the Routes heading at the bottom of the list, then touch Import.

11. Click on the Routes icon (second from bottom) in iSailor, just to left of the chart space.

12. Connect the iPad to the Mac via the iPad USB cable if it is not already connected. 

13. In the subsequent pane, touch Export Route, then in the bar labeled Routes, touch the three letters (probably KMZ) on the right, then touch GPX in the list that drops down. Then touch Continue at the bottom. 

14. In the pane that appears (might take a moment or two to appear), touch Save to iTunes, then touch OK when the operation is complete. 

15. On the Mac, open iTunes, click on the small white rectangle to the right of the pull-down menu that says Music, Movies, etc., then click on File Sharing in the left pane. Under Apps, click on iSailor (or Ovitalmap or whatever other app is being used for the file transfer). 

16. Under iSailor Documents, click on the route filename and drag it to the Desktop. 

17. Open OpenCPN if it isn’t already open, open the Route & Mark Manager, and click on Import GPX... in the lower left corner. In the Finder-like window that appears, navigate to the Desktop, click on the filename wanted, and click on Open. 

Note: GPSHD used to show up in the collection of possibilities for moving a gpx file from iNavX by clicking on the box with an arrow sticking up (in upper right corner of screen), then selecting Open In.../AirDrop. But it no longer does. The GPSHD .kml-->.gpx converter seems to work fine. No way to export from GPSHD to iNavX, though (that I’ve found yet). 

NEED TO WATCH VIDEOS CITED BELOW & FOLLOW THROUGH: From iNavX tech support guy: You can transfer .GPX files using other means. It is possible to send them via email, export them to and store them in DropBox, Google Drive or other third party online. See videos on how to export and import gpx files to/from these alternate sources. The videos are a bit old so ignore any reference to Fugawi or X-Traverse. The iNavX cloud storage mentioned in one of the videos also will not work with the version of iNavX you are using.

Transferring files from MacBook to iNavX on iPad

1. In OpenCPN Route & Mark Manager, click on the route to be exported, then click on Export Selected... on the right. Navigate to the desired folder/directory and click Save. 

2. With the Finder showing the route name just saved and with iTunes set up for file transfer and visible, drag the route file onto the iSailor Documents pane in iTunes. Click Done at bottom.

It could take a minute or two for the transfer to finish so that the file shows up in iSailor on the iPad. Also try closing and restarting iSailor. 

Note: Pocket Earth also works. It’s not obvious how to export from there to iNavX, but it can be done.

3. In iSailor, touch the gear icons (for File Manager) at the bottom, then touch the route wanted, then touch Import at the bottom. In the Import pane that appears, touch the route wanted, then touch Import at the bottom (yes, seems very repetitive). 

4. Touch Info next to the route to be brought to iNavX, then in the subsequent pane touch Export Route. 

5. In the subsequent pane, touch KMZ or whatever appears next to the route name and select GPX, then touch Continue at the bottom.

6. In the Export window that appears, touch Send to... at the bottom and touch Copy to iNavX. 

7. Check in iNavX, which may open automatically to the Routes list, that the route was imported. 

This is just normal text body.

This is Numbering 1, whatever that is. 

This is also Numbering 1.his is Heading 10.

What a fucking rigamarole. But the iPad is too old for AirDrop. So... Probably best to build routes in iNavX, then review/sanity check them in OpenCPN with MBtiles. Minimize the amount of device-to-device file transfer needed. TBD whether can connect iPad directly with GPS 78.
